Game Scheduling - The software used previously by John Biedermann was proprietary software his company developed. For us to continue using UnoSystems as a scheduling tool, the cost would be $1,200.00 per season, June 1st- May 31st annually. John would assist CHL on training for up to 15 hours. Sloan Duffy, who has done the schedule in the past, may be willing to do it again. CHL By Laws say each Division Commissioner is should oversee season & tournament scheduling and may establish committees within their respective divisions. This could ease the work load. Russ will be league scheduler Fee is $2.00 per game and $40 per association for reconciliation.

League stats – I think John B. did this in the past and I’m pretty sure there was supposed to be an associated fee for the service. Pat Frost (Claddagh Enterprises) is offering to keep the web site up to date with statistics and scores by:

1.  Setting up a toll free fax number for score sheets.

2.  Teams would only have to fax the score sheet and that would be it and could probably be done right from the rink that weekend.

3.  Enter score, penalties, goals, and assists for statistic purposes.

Proposes $1.50 per score sheet.  Works out to about 7-8 dollars an hour and based on ~1500 games CHL played last year would amount to a $2250 expense.  This would eliminate hopefully late score sheet issues and centralize statistic keeping. Formal proposal by Claddagh Enterprises follow.
